Confusion on Rapture! Part 3


If we outline the book of Revelation a systematic timeline appears and everything becomes clear. Without the outline Revelation can get very murky to the average reader. Once I saw that there were parenthetical chapters and analogous chapters the murky water became clear. The outline gives validity to a pre-wrath rapture for the church, which means the church will go through the “Great Tribulation”. Don’t get upset, as I wrote in part 1 and 2, there will be a rapture of the bride prior to the tribulation. Let me show you the outline.

In chapter 6 the seals give the order of the events during the seven year period of Daniel’s 70th week. The 1st seal releases the antichrist that is sent out to conquer and he wars against the kings of the earth and subdues them, Daniel 11:21-45. After war, famine follows as history shows, then death and Hades. Martyrs are added at this point which is the mid-point of the covenant corresponding to the 5th beast that comes out of the sea. The sea symbolizes the people and he is given authority to war against the saints for 42 months, Rev. 13:5-7. This is what Paul was referring to when he said to the church at Thessalonica, “Now we request you, brethren, with regard to the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our gathering together to Him, that you not be quickly shaken from your composure or be disturbed either by a spirit or a message or a letter as if from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord has come. Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come unless the apostasy comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction, who opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, displaying himself as being God” 2 Thess 2:1-4. Until this event takes place which is the “Abomination of Desolation” our gathering together to Him will not take place. This is confirmed by Jesus when He speaks of the “Abomination of Desolation” saying “So when you see standing in the holy place 'the abomination that causes desolation,' spoken of through the prophet Daniel — let the reader understand— then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains”. “For there will be a great tribulation, such as has not occurred since the beginning of the world until now, nor ever shall. And unless those days had been cut short, no life would have been saved; but for the sake of the elect those days shall be cut short” Matt. 24:15-22. During this time of the “Abomination of Desolation” Revelations chapters 12 & 13 reveal the 7 personages that give detail to this final saga and inform us that Israel is divinely protected, Rev. 12:5-7 & 13-16. However, the saints (church) are attacked by Satan, Rev. 12:17 & Rev.13:7.  This event correlates with Rev. 6:9-11 and the 5th seal were martyrs are told that others would be added to their number. The opening of the 6th seal is the beginning of the wrath of God Rev. 6:17 and the rapture of the Church. Keep in mind that Rev. chapters 12 &13 reveal the nature of the 1st horsemen in chapter 6, who is sent out to conquer and his insurgence against God!

In chapters 7, 14, & 15 of Revelations we see a repetition of the same events leading up to the “Wrath of God”. This is where many of us have confused the churches departure or catching away because we have not distinguished the difference between the “Great Tribulation” and the “Wrath of God”.  As Scripture declares we have not been destined for God’s wrath, 1 Thess 1:10, 5:9 & Romans 5:9. The beginning of God’s wrath is revealed by the opening of the 6th seal which in turn releases the blowing of the 7 trumpets and pouring out of the 7 bowls. This is what the church has been protected from the 6 trumpets and 7 bowls. The 7th trumpet is the reign of Christ upon the earth and the fall of the nations, Rev. 11:15.
 Prior to the wrath of God several things take place as discovered in Rev. Chapters 7, 14 & 15. There is the sealing of the 144,000 who go through the “Wrath of God” and are protected by this seal from His wrath, Rev. 9:4 & Rev. 14:1. After their sealing the church is seen in heaven right before God’s wrath is poured out on the earth. In chapter 7 we see before the throne of God martyrs who have come out of the “Great Tribulation” Rev. 7:13-17. The parallel to this is found in Rev. 15:1-3. Correspondingly, Rev. 14:14-16 shows the reaping or catching away of the saints to heaven and they are seen worshiping God before His throne in Rev. 15. 

There is a second reaping by the “Son of Man”, this is the “Wine Press of God’s Wrath” a reaping of His vengeance upon the wicked Rev. 14:17-20. Joel 3:13 says, “Put in the sickle, for the harvest is ripe. Come, tread, for the wine press is full; the vats overflow, for their wickedness is great”. And Isaiah 63:1-6, “Who is this coming from Edom, from Bozrah, with his garments stained crimson? Who is this, robed in splendor, striding forward in the greatness of his strength? "It is I, speaking in righteousness, mighty to save." Why are your garments red, like those of one treading the winepress? "I have trodden the winepress alone; from the nations no one was with me. I trampled them in my anger and trod them down in my wrath; their blood spattered my garments, and I stained all my clothing. For the day of vengeance was in my heart, and the year of my redemption has come. I looked, but there was no one to help, I was appalled that no one gave support; so my own arm worked salvation for me, and my own wrath sustained me. I trampled the nations in my anger; in my wrath I made them drunk and poured their blood on the ground."

The wrath of God can’t be shorter than 5 months Rev. 9:5 and seems to wrap up quickly as the martyrdom of the two witnesses bring about the 3rd woe Rev. 11:1-14 and it comes quickly verse 14. They witness for 42 months during the “Great Tribulation” and into the “Wrath of God” Rev. 11:1-14.  This happens after the 5th trumpet and the release of tormenting locusts, the 1st woe Rev. 9:12. It appears that the trumpets and bowls are released within the same time frame and is definitely confirmed in the 5th, 6th, & 7th trumpets and bowls. The 6th trumpet and bowl affect the Euphrates River and there is a war of the kings of the earth against the King of the universe and His saints, Rev.9:13-21 & Rev. 16:12-16. This battle is also described in Rev 19. In chapters 11 & 16 the 7th trumpet and 7th bowl wraps up mans rule and God’s wrath. We see in Rev. 11:15 the kingdom of the world becomes the kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ and the fall of the nations and judgment. Then the temple in heaven was opened releasing a great earthquake and a hailstorm, Rev. 11:19. Corresponding and paralleling with this event is found in Rev. 16:17-21. After the pouring out of the 7th bowl the angel says “It is done” and releases an earthquake and a huge hailstorm. These are the same events. 
In Rev. 19 there are four hallelujahs spoken by a multitude in heaven. These are the redeemed that have trusted in the work of God. A voice comes from the throne saying; “Give praise to our God, all you His bond-servants, you who fear Him, the small and the great” Rev 19:5. The multitude then says, “Hallelujah! For the Lord our God, the Almighty, reigns. Let us rejoice and be glad and give the glory to Him, for the marriage of the Lamb has come and His bride has made herself ready” Rev 19:6-8. The multitude distinguishes their selves as being different from the company of the bride. This is important to notice and understand in discerning the difference in the bride and the church. They both descend from heaven as the “Armies” of God to defeat Satan at the battle of Armageddon, Rev. 19:14 & 19.
To summarize Revelations after chapter 5 which is self explanatory chapter 6-11 describe what will happen during the 7 year period of Daniel’s 70th week. Revelations 12-17 is another unveiling of the same 7 years period. Later I will post the resurrection found in Rev. 20 &21.
